Constitution/Bylaws for Calendar Year 2010 

 
 “CONSTITUTION”  
 
ARTICLE I: Name 
 
 The name of this organization shall be the Sun Hills Men’s Association; 

Operating subject to Sun Hills Corporation 
 
ARTICLE II: Purpose 
 

 To promote the game of golf by establishing a Men’s Golf League at Sun Hills Golf Course 

 To promote and foster among the members a closer bond for their joint and mutual benefit, and to 
promote and conserve the best interests and true spirit of the game of golf as embodied in its time 
honored traditions. 

 To regulate conformance to the USGA Rules of Golf by creating a representative authority 

 To inform members of the USGA Handicap System and the importance thereof. 

 To provide an authoritative body to govern and conduct club competition. 
 
ARTICLE III: Membership 
 

 Membership shall be available to Men 16 years of age or older. 

 All members must abide by Sun Hills Golf Course Rules and Regulations. 

 All members must conform to the UGA Handicapping system; a subordinate of the USGA. 

 Membership confers no voice in the operations of Sun Hills Golf Course, Clubhouse or any facilities of 
the course. 

 Membership confers no special privileges in connection with any golf course. 

 Memberships in the Sun Hills Men’s Association are individual and non-transferable. 

 Memberships in the Sun Hills Men’s Association are for current calendar year only. 

 The “Sun Hills Men’s Association” operates under Sun Hills Corporation’s Utah State Tax ID #. 
 

 
“BYLAWS” 

 
ARTICLE I: Dues 
 

 Sun Hills Golf Course Representative shall oversee all financial decisions regarding Sun Hills Men’s 
Association 

 Dues shall be $30.00 per annum. 

 Dues are neither refundable or transferable 
 
ARTICLES II:  Tournaments & Gift Certificates 
 

 Weekly League play will be held every Tuesday. 

 Weekly Entry Fee Breakdown: 
 

Weekly Entry=   $5.00 
“Closest to Hole” Entry=  $1.00 
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“Hole-in-One” Fund Entry=  $1.00 
 
 Total Weekly Entry  $7.00 
 
- Weekly Entry: The weekly entry fee to participate in the Tuesday night twilight event is 

$5.00. The twilight purse will be distributed, by flight, according to the USGA recommended 
payout. Typically, this payout ranges from 30% to 40% of the field; depending on the 
number of entries per flight. The Sun Hills Officer’s hold full discretion on payout 
distribution. A majority vote is required amongst the current officer’s when allocating a final 
payout distribution.  

- “Closest-to-Hole” Entry goes towards a contest on two (2) par three’s, per nine holes.  The 
winner collects a gift certificate for one (1) nine-hole pass. The “Closest-to-Hole” contest will 
be distributed in flights; I.e. Each flight will have one (1) contest per nine holes. E.g. One (1) 
opportunity to win per nine holes.   

- “Hole-in-One” Fund Entry goes towards a yearly fund set up for any “Hole-in-One” that 
occurs the day of league play, as long as the member is participating and registered for the 
current week format.  Member getting a “Hole-in-One” receives $500.00 Gift Certificate to 
Uinta Golf; paid out of the Sun Hills Men’s Association Account.  There is a limit of three (3) 
“Hole-in-One’s” paid out of the fund per association calendar year.  Any funds remaining in 
the “Hole-in-One” fund will be used for social events within the association; at the discretion 
of Sun Hills Golf Course. The “Hole-in-One” fund begins on the first twilight event of the year 
and ends at the Closing Social event. 

 
 

 Sun Hills Golf Course elected officer’s will oversee all handicapping issues and obtains the final decision 
when adjusting handicap Issues; in accordance with the USGA Standards.

 Members without an established Sun Hills Men’s Association Handicap must submit five (5) nine-hole 
rounds to establish a handicap (Note: Rounds must be played with a current member of the Men’s 
Association) or Members without an established Sun Hills Men’s Association Handicap are allocated 70% 
of their current year UGA Handicap to participate in Sun Hills Men’s Association events. 

 Weekend Tournaments will vary regarding formats, costs, and scheduling. 

 To be eligible to play in the Club Championship, a member must participate in a minimum of Five (5) 
weekly formats. 

 A member must play with another member when participating in Men’s Association events. 
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 To participate in the Senior Flight, member must be sixty (60) years of age or older; based on current 
calendar year E.g. If John joins the league in April, but does not turn sixty (60) until June, he still qualifies 
to play in the Senior Flight.  

 Gift Certificates expire per Uinta Golf’s policy. 
 
ARTICLE III:  Sun Hills Golf Course and Elected Officers 
 

 All elected officials will be responsible for any vote necessary to take place when making decisions 
regarding association issues. 

 President shall be responsible to promote transparency within the membership. 

 Vice President shall assist President, Treasurer, and Handicap Representative with associated tasks. 

 Handicap Representative shall govern all handicap related issues in accordance with USGA standards. 

 Treasurer shall analyze, monitor, allocate, and budget the membership funds appropriately and within 
association guidelines.  

 When using the Flight Representative Organizational Chart, all officers will participate in the 
aforementioned tasks.  

 Sun Hills Golf Course Representative shall oversee all business related issues regarding the association’s 
relationship with Sun Hill’s daily operations.
